1 Peter 5:8 (AMP) 
Be sober [well balanced and self-disciplined], be 
alert and cautious at all times. That enemy of yours, the 
devil, prowls around like a roaring lion [fiercely hungry], 
seeking someone to devour.



Psalm 1:2-3 (KJV) 
2 But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law 
doth he meditate day and night. 3 And he shall be like a 
tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his 
fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and 
whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.
