Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but 
let God transform you into a new person by  
changing the way you think. Then you will learn to know 
God’s will for you, which is good and pleasing and 
perfect. 

Romans 12:2 (NKJV) 
And do not be conformed to this world, but be 
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you 
may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect 
will of God. 



John 16:33 (ERV) 
I have told you these things so that you can have 
peace in me. In this world you will have troubles. 
But be brave! I have defeated the world! 

John 16:33 (NKJV) 
These things I have spoken to you, that in Me  
you may have peace. In the world you will have 
tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome 
the world.”

Who is he who overcomes the world, but he who 
believes that Jesus is the Son of God? 

1 John 5:5 (AMP) 
Who is the one who is victorious and overcomes the 
world? It is the one who believes and recognizes the 
fact that Jesus is the Son of God.



Philippians 4:13 (ERV) 
Christ is the one who gives me the strength  
I need to do whatever I must do. 

Philippians 4:13 (NKJV) 
I can do all things through Christ who strengthens 
me. 



2 Timothy 1:7 (NKJV) 
For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power 
and of love and of a sound mind. 

2 Timothy 1:7 (AMP) 
7 For God did not give us a spirit of 
timidity or cowardice or fear, but [He has given us a 
spirit] of power and of love and of sound 
judgment and personal discipline [abilities that result in a 
calm, well-balanced mind and self-control].

We often don’t know what to do, but we don’t 
give up. 9 We are persecuted, but God does not leave 
us.

2 Corinthians 4:8-9 (NKJV) 
8 We are hard-pressed on every side, yet not 
crushed; we are perplexed, but not in 
despair; 9 persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down,
