Triumphal Entry into  
Jerusalem.  

It is also the beginning of  
Holy week.



4 Gospels include this event. 

Matt  21:1-11 
Mk    11:1-11 
Lk     19:28-40 
Jh     12:12-19



John 12:13 (NIV) 
They took palm branches and went out to meet him, 
shouting, “Hosanna!” Blessed is he who comes in the 
name of the Lord! Blessed is the king of Israel! 

John 12:13 (AMP) 
They took branches of palm trees [in homage to Him as 
King] and went out to meet Him, and they began 
shouting and kept shouting  
“Hosanna! BLESSED (celebrated, praised) IS HE WHO 
COMES IN THE NAME OF THE LORD, even the King of 
Israel!”





Matthew 20:28 (NKJV) 
just as the Son of Man did not come to be served,                   
but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.” 

Matthew 20:28 (AMP) 
just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, 
but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for 
many [paying the price to set them free from the 
penalty of sin].” 
 



John 14:6 (NKJV) 
Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, 
and the life. No one comes to the Father except 
through Me. 

John 14:6 (AMP) 
Jesus said to him, “I am the [only] Way  
[to God] and the [real] Truth and the [real] Life;  
no one comes to the Father but through Me.



John 14:26 (NKJV) 
But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father 
will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and 
bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you. 

John 14:26 (AMP) 
But the Helper (Comforter, Advocate, Intercessor—
Counselor, Strengthener, Standby), the Holy Spirit, 
whom the Father will send in My name [in My place, to 
represent Me and act on My behalf], He will teach you all 
things. And He will help you remember everything that I 
have told you.



John 15:1-2 (NKJV) 
1 “I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser.  
2 Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes 
away; and every branch that bears fruit He prunes, that it 
may bear more fruit. 

John 15:1-2 (AMP) 
1 “I am the true Vine, and My Father is the vinedresser.  
2 Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit, He takes 
away; and every branch that continues to bear fruit, 
He [repeatedly] prunes, so that it will bear more 
fruit [even richer and finer fruit].



John 15:18 (NLT) 
If the world hates you, remember that it hated me first. 

John 15:18 (NKJV) 
If the world hates you, you know that it hated Me 
before it hated you. 

John 15:18 (AMP) 
If the world hates you [and it does], know that it has 
hated Me before it hated you. 
 



Judas Agrees to Betray Jesus 

Matthew 26:14-16 (NKJV) 
14 Then one of the twelve, called Judas Iscariot, 
went to the chief priests 15 and said, “What are 
you willing to give me if I deliver Him to you?”  
And they counted out to him thirty pieces of silver.                    
16 So from that time he sought opportunity to 
betray Him.



John 10:10 (NKJV) 
The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to 
destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they 
may have it more abundantly. 

John 10:10 (AMP) 
The thief comes only in order to steal and kill and destroy.  
I came that they may have and enjoy life, and have it in 
abundance [to the full, till it overflows].



John 3:16 (NLT) 
For this is how God loved the world: He gave his one 
and only Son, so that everyone who believes in him will 
not perish but have eternal life. 

John 3:16 (NKJV) 
For God so loved the world that He gave His only 
begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not 
perish but have everlasting life.



John 13:26-30 (NKJV) 
26 Jesus answered, “It is he to whom I shall give a piece of 
bread when I have dipped it.” And having dipped the bread, 
He gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon. 27 Now after 
the piece of bread, Satan entered him. Then Jesus said to 
him, “What you do, do quickly.” 28 But no one at the table 
knew for what reason He said this to him. 29 For some 
thought, because Judas had the money box, that Jesus had 
said to him, “Buy those things we need for the feast,” or that 
he should give something to the poor. 30 Having received the 
piece of bread, he then went out immediately. And it was 
night.



John 13:36-38 (NKJV) 
36 Simon Peter said to Him, “Lord, where are You going?” 
Jesus answered him, “Where I am going you cannot 
follow Me now, but you shall follow Me afterward.” 
37 Peter said to Him, “Lord, why can I not follow You 
now? I will lay down my life for Your sake.” 
38 Jesus answered him, “Will you lay down your life for 
My sake? Most assuredly, I say to you, the rooster shall 
not crow till you have denied Me three times.
