Matthew 28:1-10 

Mark 16:1-8 

Luke 24:1-8 

John 20:1-18





Matthew 28:6 (NKJV) 
He is not here; for He is risen, as 
He said. Come, see the place where the 
Lord lay.  

Matthew 28:6 (AMP) 
He is not here, for He has risen, just 
as He said [He would]. Come! See the 
place where He was lying. 



Mark 16:6 (NKJV) 
But he said to them, “Do not be alarmed. You seek 
Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He is risen! 
He is not here. See the place where they laid Him. 

Mark 16:6 (AMP) 
And he said to them, “Do not be amazed; you are 
looking for Jesus the Nazarene, who was crucified. 
He has risen; He is not here. See, [here is] the 
place where they laid Him.



Luke 24:6-7 (NLT) 
6 He isn’t here! He is risen from the dead!  
Remember what he told you back in Galilee,  
7 that the Son of Man must be betrayed into the hands of 
sinful men and be crucified, and that he would rise again 
on the third day.” 

Luke 24:6-7 (NKJV) 
6 He is not here, but is risen! Remember how He 
spoke to you when He was still in Galilee,  
7 saying, ‘The Son of Man must be delivered into the 
hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day 
rise again.’ ”



1 Corinthians 15:3-5 (NLT) 
3 I passed on to you what was most important and what had 
also been passed on to me. Christ died for our sins, just as 
the Scriptures said. 4 He was buried, and he was raised from 
the dead on the third day, just as the Scriptures said.  
5 He was seen by Peter and then by the Twelve. 

1 Corinthians 15:3-5 (NKJV) 
3 For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: 
that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures,  
4 and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third 
day according to the Scriptures, 5 and that He was seen 
by Cephas(Peter), then by the twelve.



Jesus took the keys of hell, death, grave! 

Revelation 1:18 (NLT) 
I am the living one. I died, but look—I am alive forever 
and ever! And I hold the keys of death and the grave. 

Revelation 1:18 (KJV) 
I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am 
alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of  
hell and of death/grave. 



Romans 8:34 (NKJV) 
Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who died, and 
furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right 
hand of God, who also makes intercession for us. 

Romans 8:34 (AMP) 
Who is the one who condemns us? Christ Jesus is 
the One who died [to pay our penalty], and 
more than that, who was raised [from the dead], and 
who is at the right hand of God interceding  
[with the Father] for us.



Ephesians 1:20 (NKJV) 
Which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the 
dead and seated Him at His right hand in the 
heavenly places, 

Colossians 3:1 (NKJV) 
If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which 
are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of God.



Acts 7:55-60 (NIV) The Stoning of Stephen 

55 But Stephen, full of the Holy Spirit, looked up to heaven 
and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the 
right hand of God. 56 “Look,” he said, “I see heaven 
open and the Son of Man standing at the right hand of 
God.” 57 At this they covered their ears and, yelling at the 
top of their voices, they all rushed at him, 58 dragged him 
out of the city and began to stone him. Meanwhile, the 
witnesses laid their coats at the feet of a young man 
named Saul. 59 While they were stoning him, Stephen 
prayed, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” 60 Then he fell on 
his knees and cried out, “Lord, do not hold this sin against 
them.” When he had said this, he fell asleep. 



John 3:16 (NLT) 
For this is how God loved the world: He gave his one 
and only Son, so that everyone who believes in him will 
not perish but have eternal life. 

John 3:16 (NKJV) 
For God so loved the world that He gave His only 
begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not 
perish but have everlasting life.



Romans 10:9-10 (NLT) 
9 If you openly declare that Jesus is Lord and believe in 
your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be 
saved. 10 For it is by believing in your heart that you are 
made right with God, and it is by openly declaring your 
faith that you are saved. 

Romans 10:9-10 (NKJV) 
9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and 
believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the 
dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one 
believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth 
confession is made unto salvation. 



2 Corinthians 5:17 (NLT) 
This means that anyone who belongs to Christ has 
become a new person. The old life is gone; a new 
life has begun! 

2 Corinthians 5:17 (NKJV) 
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new 
creation; old things have passed away; behold, all 
things have become new. 



Psalm 118:24 (ERV) 
This is the day the LORD has made.  
Let us rejoice and be happy today! 

Psalm 118:24 (NKJV) 
This is the day the LORD has made; We/I/Jose’ 
will rejoice and be glad in it. 



John 14:6 (NKJV) 
Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, 
and the life. No one comes to the Father except 
through Me. 

John 14:6 (AMP) 
Jesus said to him, “I am the [only] Way  
[to God] and the [real] Truth and 
the [real] Life; no one comes to the Father but 
through Me.



John 3:16-17 (NKJV) 
16 For God so loved the world that He gave His 
only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him 
should not perish but have everlasting life.  
17 For God did not send His Son into the world to 
condemn the world, but that the world through 
Him might be saved.



John 11:25-26 (NKJV) 
25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the 
life. He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall 
live. 26 And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never 
die. Do you believe this?” 

John 11:25-26 (AMP) 
25 Jesus said to her, “I am the Resurrection and the Life. 
Whoever believes in (adheres to, trusts in, relies on) 
Me [as Savior] will live even if he dies; 26 and everyone 
who lives and believes in Me [as Savior] will never die. 
Do you believe this?”
