Jesus said to him, “I am the [only] Way  
[to God] and the [real] Truth and the [real] Life;  
no one comes to the Father but through Me.

Isaiah 43:16 (NLT) 
I am the LORD, who opened a way through the 
waters, making a dry path through the sea. 

Isaiah 43:16 (NKJV) 
Thus says the LORD, who makes a way in the 
sea And a path through the mighty waters,



Isaiah 43:19 (NLT) 
For I am about to do something new. See, I have already 
begun! Do you not see it? I will make a pathway through 
the wilderness. I will create rivers in the dry wasteland. 

Isaiah 43:19 (NKJV)

Even though I walk through the [sunless] valley of 
the shadow of death, I fear no evil, for You are with 
me; Your rod [to protect] & Your staff [to guide], 
they comfort and console me.

1 Peter 5:7 (NKJV) 
Casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you. 

Psalm 55:22 (NKJV) 
Cast your burdens/cares on the LORD, And He shall 
sustain you; He shall never permit the righteous to 
be moved.



1 Corinthians 10:13 (ERV) 
The only temptations that you have are the same temptations 
that all people have.

spirit] of power and of love and of sound 
judgment and personal discipline [abilities that result in a 
calm, well-balanced mind and self-control]. 
 



Isaiah 41:10 (NLT) 
Don’t be afraid, for I am with you. Don’t be discouraged, 
for I am your God. I will strengthen you and help you.  
I will hold you up with my victorious right hand. 

Isaiah 41:10 (NKJV) 
Fear not, for I am with you; Be not dismayed, for 
I am your God. I will strengthen you, Yes, I will help you, 
I will uphold you with My righteous right hand.’

Death and life are in the power of the tongue, 
And those who love it and indulge it will eat its fruit and bear 
the consequences of their words. 



Hebrews 11:1 (NKJV) 
Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, 
the evidence of things not seen. 

Hebrews 11:6 (NKJV) 
But without faith it is impossible to please Him,  
for he who comes to God must believe that He is, 
and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently 
seek Him.

5 Trust in and rely confidently on the LORD with all your 
heart And do not rely on your own insight or  
understanding. 6 In all your ways know and  
acknowledge and recognize Him, And He will make your 
paths straight and smooth [removing obstacles that 
block your way]. 



Psalm 37:23-24 (NKJV) 
23 The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD, 
And He delights in his way. 24 Though they stumble, they 
will never fall, for the LORD holds them by the hand. 

Psalm 37:23-24 (AMP) 
23 The steps of a [good and righteous] man are 
directed and established by the LORD, 
And He delights in his way [and blesses his path].  
24 When he falls, he will not be hurled down, Because 
the LORD is the One who holds his hand and sustains 
him. 



Proverbs 24:16 (NKJV) 
For a righteous man may fall seven times And 
rise again, But the wicked shall fall by calamity. 

Proverbs 24:16 (AMP) 
For a righteous man falls seven times, and rises 
again, But the wicked stumble in time 
of disaster and collapse.



2 Corinthians 5:7 (NLT) 

For we live by believing and not by seeing. 

2 Corinthians 5:7 (NKJV) 
For we walk by faith, not by sight. 



Proverbs 4:18-19 (NKJV) 
18 But the path of the just is like the shining sun, 
That shines ever brighter unto the perfect day. 
19 The way of the wicked is like darkness; 
They do not know what makes them stumble. 
 



Philippians 4:6-7 (NKJV)

The thief comes only in order to steal and kill and destroy.  
I came that they may have and enjoy life, and have it in 
abundance [to the full, till it overflows].



Philippians 4:13 (ERV) 
Christ is the one who gives me the strength I need to do 
whatever I must do. 

Philippians 4:13 (NKJV) 
I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. 

Philippians 4:13 (AMP) 
13 I can do all things [which He has called me to do] through 
Him who strengthens and empowers me  
[to fulfill His purpose—I am self-sufficient in Christ’s 
sufficiency; I am ready for anything and equal to anything 
through Him who infuses me with inner strength and 
confident peace.]



Malachi 3:6a (ERV) 
“I am the LORD, and I don’t change.  

Malachi 3:6a (NKJV) 
“For I am the LORD, I do not change; 

Malachi 3:6a (AMP) 
“For I am the LORD, I do not change [but remain 
faithful to My covenant with you]; 



Genesis 22:14 (KJV) 
And Abraham called the name of that place 
Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, In the 
mount of the LORD it shall be seen. 

Genesis 22:14 (AMP) 
So Abraham named that place The LORD Will 
Provide. And it is said to this day, “On the 
mountain of the LORD it will be 
seen and provided.”



Romans 8:32 (NKJV) 
He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered 
Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also 
freely give us all things? 

Romans 8:32 (AMP) 
He who did not spare [even] His own Son, but 
gave Him up for us all, how will He not also,  
along with Him, graciously give us all things?



Hebrews 11:17-19 (NLT) 
17 It was by faith that Abraham offered Isaac as a 
sacrifice when God was testing him. Abraham, who had 
received God’s promises, was ready to sacrifice his only 
son, Isaac,  
18 even though God had told him, “Isaac is the son 
through whom your descendants will be counted.”  
19 Abraham reasoned that if Isaac died, God was able to 
bring him back to life again. And in a sense, Abraham did 
receive his son back from the dead.
