Proverbs 22:6 (KJV) 
Train up a child in the way he should go: and 
when he is old, he will not depart from it.

[teaching him to seek God’s wisdom and will for 
his abilities and talents], Even when he is old he 
will not depart from it.



Genesis 3:20 (KJV)

Genesis 3:20 (AMP) 
The man (Adam) named his wife Eve  
(life spring, life giver), because she was the 
mother of all the living.



Matthew 1:18 (ERV) 
This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah happened. 
His mother Mary was engaged to marry Joseph. But 
before they married, he learned that she was expecting 
a baby. (She was pregnant by the power of the Holy Spirit) 

Matthew 1:18 (AMP) 
Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: when His 
mother Mary had been betrothed to Joseph, before they 
came together she was found to be with child by  
(the power of the Holy Spirit).



Luke 1:34-35 (ERV) 
34 Mary said to the angel, “How will this happen? I am still a 
virgin.” 35 The angel said to Mary, “The Holy Spirit will come 
to you, and the power of the Most High God will cover you. 
The baby will be holy and will be called the Son of God. 

Luke 1:34-35 (AMP) 
34 Mary said to the angel, “How will this be, since I am a 
virgin and have no intimacy with any man?” 35 Then the angel 
replied to her, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the 
power of the Most High will overshadow you [like a cloud]; for 
that reason the holy (pure, sinless) Child shall be called the 
Son of God. 



John 19:26-27 (AMP) 
26 So Jesus, seeing His mother, and the disciple whom 
He loved (esteemed) standing near, said to His mother, 
“[Dear] woman, look, [here is] your son!”  
27 Then He said to the disciple (John), “Look!  
[here is] your mother [protect and provide for her]!”  
From that hour the disciple took her into his own home. 



Exodus 20:12 (NKJV) 5th Commandment 
Honor your father and your mother, that your days may 
be long upon the land which the LORD your God is 
giving you. 

Deuteronomy 5:16 (NKJV) 5th Commandment 
Honor your father and your mother, as the LORD your 
God has commanded you, that your days may be long, 
and that it may be well with you in the land which 
the LORD your God is giving you.



Ephesians 6:1-3 (NKJV) 
1 Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. 2 “Honor 
your father and mother,” which is the first commandment with 
promise: 3 That it may be well with you and you may live long on the 
earth. 

Ephesians 6:1-3 (AMP) 
1 Children, obey your parents in the Lord [that is, accept their 
guidance and discipline as His representatives], for this is right [for 
obedience teaches wisdom and self-discipline]. 2 HONOR [esteem, 
value as precious] YOUR FATHER AND YOUR MOTHER [and be 
respectful to them]—this is the first commandment with a 
promise 3 SO THAT IT MAY BE WELL WITH YOU, AND THAT YOU 
MAY HAVE A LONG LIFE ON THE EARTH.



Proverbs 31:28-30 (NKJV) 
28 Her children rise up and call her blessed; Her husband also,  and 
he praises her: 29 “Many daughters have done well, But you excel 
them all.” 30 Charm is deceitful and beauty is passing, But a                      
woman who fears the LORD, she shall be praised. 

Proverbs 31:28-30 (AMP) 
28 Her children rise up and call her blessed (happy, prosperous,  
to be admired); Her husband also, and he praises her, saying, 
29 “Many daughters have done nobly, and well [with the strength of 
character that is steadfast in goodness], But you excel them all.”  
30 Charm and grace are deceptive, and [superficial] beauty is vain, 
But a woman who fears the LORD [reverently worshiping, obeying, 
serving, and trusting Him with awe-filled respect], she shall be 
praised.

4 Qualities of a Mother. 

G – GRACIOUS 

 I  – INTELLIGENT 

F – FAITHFUL  

T – TENDER-HEARTED

1 Corinthians 13:4-8 (ERV)
