For we walk by faith, not by sight [living our lives 
in a manner consistent with our confident belief in 
God’s promises] 



John 20:24-29 (NKJV) Seeing & Believing 
24 Now Thomas, called the Twin, one of the twelve, 
was not with them when Jesus came. 25 The other 
disciples therefore said to him, “We have seen the 
Lord.” So he said to them, “Unless I see in His hands 
the print of the nails, and put my finger into the print 
of the nails, and put my hand into His side, I will not 
believe.”26 And after eight days His disciples were 
again inside, and Thomas with them. Jesus came, 
the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and 
said, “Peace to you!”     (CONT), 



CONT. John 20:24-29 (NKJV) 
27 Then He said to Thomas, “Reach your finger 
here, and look at My hands; and reach your 
hand here, and put it into My side. Do not 
be unbelieving, but believing.” 28 And Thomas 
answered and said to Him, “My Lord and my 
God!” 29 Jesus said to him, “Thomas, because 
you have seen Me, you have believed. Blessed 
are those who have not seen and yet have 
believed.” 



Hebrews 11:1 (NKJV)  
Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the 
evidence of things not seen. 

Hebrews 11:1 (AMP) 
Now faith is the assurance (title deed, confirmation) of 
things hoped for (divinely guaranteed), and the evidence 
of things not seen [the conviction of their reality—faith 
comprehends as fact what cannot be experienced by the 
physical senses].



Hebrews 11:6 (NKJV) 
But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he 
who comes to God must believe that He is, and that                  
He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him. 

Hebrews 11:6 (AMP) 
But without faith it is impossible to [walk with God 
and] please Him, for whoever comes [near] to God 
must [necessarily] believe that God exists and that 
He rewards those who [earnestly and diligently] seek 
Him. 



Romans 4:16-17 (NKJV)   
16 Therefore it is of faith that it might be according 
to grace, so that the promise might be sure to all 
the seed, not only to those who are of the law, but 
also to those who are of the faith of Abraham, 
who is the father of us all 17 (as it is written, “I 
have made you a father of many nations”) in the 
presence of Him whom he believed—God, who 
gives life to the dead and calls those things which 
do not exist as though they did;



Galatians 2:20 (NKJV) 
I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, 
but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the 
flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and 
gave Himself for me. 

Galatians 2:20 (AMP) 
I have been crucified with Christ [that is, in Him I have 
shared His crucifixion]; it is no longer I who live, but Christ 
lives in me. The life I now live in the body I live by faith  
[by adhering to, relying on, and completely trusting] in the 
Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me. 



James 1:6 (NLT) 
But when you ask him, be sure that your faith is in 
God alone. Do not waver, for a person with divided 
loyalty is as unsettled as a wave of the sea that is 
blown and tossed by the wind. 

James 1:6 (NKJV) 
But let him ask in faith, with no doubting, for he who 
doubts is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by 
the wind. 



Proverbs 3:5-6 (NKJV) 
5 Trust in the LORD with all your heart, And lean not on 
your own understanding; 6 In all your ways acknowledge 
Him, And He shall direct your paths. 

Proverbs 3:5-6 (AMP) 
5 Trust in (lean on, have faith in) and rely confidently on 
the LORD with all your heart And do not rely on your 
own insight or understanding. 6 In all your ways know 
and                                          
acknowledge and recognize Him, And He will make your 
paths straight and smooth [removing obstacles that 
block your way].



Romans 1:17 (NKJV) 
For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith 
to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 

Romans 1:17 (AMP) 
For in the gospel the righteousness of God is 
revealed, both springing from faith and leading to faith 
[disclosed in a way that awakens more faith]. As it is 
written and forever remains written,  
“THE JUST and UPRIGHT SHALL LIVE BY FAITH.” 



Romans 10:17 (NKJV) 
So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word 
of God. 

Romans 10:17 (AMP) 
So faith comes from hearing [what is told], and what is 
heard comes by the [preaching of the] message 
concerning Christ. 



SIN

1 John 1:9 (NKJV) 
If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive 
us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

1 John 1:9 (AMP) 
If we [freely] admit that we have sinned and confess our 
sins, He is faithful and just [true to His own nature and 
promises], and will forgive our sins and cleanse 
us continually from all unrighteousness [our wrongdoing, 
everything not in conformity with His will and purpose].



1 Peter 5:7-8 (ERV) 
7 Give all your worries to him, because he cares for you. 

8 Control yourselves and be careful! The devil is your 
enemy, and he goes around like a roaring lion looking for 
someone to attack and eat. 

1 Peter 5:7-8 (NKJV) 
7 Casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you. 
8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil         
walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour 



Philippians 4:6-7 (NLT) 
6 Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell 
God what you need, and thank him for all he has done. 7 Then you 
will experience God’s peace, which exceeds anything we can 
understand. His peace will guard your hearts and minds as you 
live in Christ Jesus.  

Philippians 4:6-7 (NKJV) 
6 Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and 
supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known 
to God; 7 and the peace of God, which surpasses all 
understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ 
Jesus.



2 Corinthians 5:17 (ERV) 
When anyone is in Christ, it is a whole new world.  
The old things are gone; suddenly, everything is new! 

2 Corinthians 5:17 (NKJV) 
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things 
have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 

2 Corinthians 5:17 (AMP) 
Therefore if anyone is in Christ [that is, grafted in, joined to Him by 
faith in Him as Savior], he is a new creature [reborn and renewed 
by the Holy Spirit]; the old things [the previous moral and spiritual 
condition] have passed away. Behold, new things have come 
[because spiritual awakening brings a new life]. 



Psalm 37:23 (NKJV) 
The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD, 
And He delights in his way. 

Psalm 37:23 (AMP) 
The steps of a [good and righteous] man are 
directed and established by the LORD, 
And He delights in his way [and blesses his path].



2 Timothy 1:7 (NKJV) 
For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power 
and of love and of a sound mind. 

2 Timothy 1:7 (AMP) 
7 For God did not give us a spirit of timidity or cowardice                                      
or fear, but [He has given us a spirit] of power and of 
love and of sound judgment and personal discipline 
[abilities that result in a calm, well-balanced mind and 
self-control].
